TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

• A clean, clear 20’ x 20’ performing 

space. (With a raised, stable, stage 

whenever possible).

• Performance space should be available 

1 and 1/2 hours before and after the 

performance.

• Assistance with unloading and loading 

of equipment.

• Adequate lighting and electricity 

(standard outlet).

• Room should be able to be darkened 

for hand shadows whenever possible.

• A clean, private, room for dressing.

• Outdoor shows should be in an area 

removed from street or traffic sounds 

whenever possible.

• Outdoor shows should be on a 

covered space or have an indoor rain 

site.
